Our parish accountant Dianne
Rumsey also regularly reviews and examines
parish records. Dianne compiles our annual
financial report which is submitted to the
Archdiocese every February. Our trustees,
Kay McNamara and Mac McCarthy are required
by the Archdiocese to review and sign our
annual financial report.

Based on Archdiocesan recommendations, the
many parish counters are rotated on a regular
basis. We have also, again following
Archdiocesan recommendations, instituted the
use of tamper-proof bags for the collections so
that parishioners may be confident in the security
of their offerings.

STEWARDSHIP REFLECTION

In today’s gospel, Jesus’ followers are sent out
without their own resources; they are to rely on God
and those to whom they minister. Christians are not
always called to this version of ministry, but no
Christian should doubt that God can and will work
through similarly radical service if we commit
ourselves to kingdom work wherever we are. Some
lead, preach, heal and proclaim the kingdom; others
(those who respond) are obligated to provide for the
needs of those who dedicate themselves to such
ministry. Part of the requirement of Christian
stewardship is responsibility for what we have heard
and seen. We must steward what we have been given,
for we will be held accountable for what we have, not
for what we don’t have. This is true of knowledge,
experience, relationships, and influence as well as
possessions. Right stewardship requires that we
recognize what is most important: It is not power,
effectiveness, miracles or spiritual authority. It is
salvation.
