DON’T BE ANXIOUS

One can wonder how Luke’s Gospel passage today
might have been different if Mary, not Martha, had
been the one to complain to Jesus, if Mary had said
“Lord, look at her! Here you are sharing your
wisdom and all she can think about is supper.” Jesus
may have noted, as Luke does, that Martha was
burdened with much serving. Later in his writings,
this same evangelist will describe in Acts how the
early community set aside people whose ministry it
is to see to the serving at table.

As a fully human person, Jesus knew the human
needs that had to be tended. He doesn’t deny this,
nor does he chastise Martha for her working in
service. He chides her for being anxious and worried.
How can Martha—or any of us—be anxious or
worried about the serving that needs to be done when
we do it in the context of the Lord’s will and
wisdom? The Church has done more than any other
institution to bear the heavy burdens of serving the
ill, the uneducated, the suffering; has been “Martha”
to countless of the little ones whom Christ told us
were his very presence. But the Church has borne the
burdens of service from the position of Mary: at the
feet of the Lord, listening to and being guided by his
word. © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co.

I wanted to let you know of the various financial
controls we have in place here at
St. Christopher’s. We have an active Finance
Council which meets regularly to review the
parish’s revenue and expenses. The Finance
Council members are parishioners Michael
Munley (chairman), Marie Garabedian, Deacon
Bill Gilles, Mac McCarthy, Kay McNamara and
Randy Walker. Our parish accountant Dianne
Rumsey also regularly reviews and examines
parish records. Dianne compiles our annual
financial report which is submitted to the
Archdiocese every February. Our trustees,
Kay McNamara and Mac McCarthy are required
by the Archdiocese to review and sign our annual
financial report.

Based on Archdiocesan recommendations, the
many parish counters are rotated on a regular
basis. We have also, again following Archdiocesan
recommendations, instituted the use of tamper-
proof bags for the collections so that parishioners
may be confident in the security of their offerings.

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PRE-K OPENINGS AT ST. CHRIS
Do you or someone you know have the need for a
great preschool? Our parish school offers a variety
of excellent pre-school programs. Each is designed
to meet the specific needs of both the students and
the parents. All programs are directed by a
certified pre-school teacher.

The full day Pre-K program for four-year olds
is new to St. Chris and there are only a few
openings left for the fall of 2010. The program
runs for the full school day for five days a week.
Children enrolled in this program will also be
eligible to attend the school’s After School
Program.

Limited openings are also available in our 3-year
old program that meets two times a week and our
four-year old program that meets three times a
week. These two programs meet in the morning
and are cooperative programs where parents are
actively involved. Parents or designated family
members are requested to commit to five days per
year for the three-year old program and six days
per year for the four-year old program.

The setting for all the programs is an environment
structured to learn through play. The programs’
goals are to develop each child spiritually,
physically, socially, and cognitively at his or her
own pace. The aim is to generate in the child the
joy and value of life. Saint Christopher seeks to
nurture each child in a warm and -caring
environment that develops self-esteem and a
positive attitude that is focused on God, others,
and self.
